Proclaim Exercise authority

Repeat the proclamations again and again. 

Repetition not only aids memorization but also builds up faith. "Faith comes by hearing and hearing by the word of God" (Romans 10: 17). Repeat these proclamations with authority and under the anointing of the Holy Spirit. 

This is a very powerful and potent weapon. 

The word of God is living and powerful, and .. sharper than any two-edged sword, piercing even to the division of soul and spirit, and of joints and marrow, and is a discerner of the thoughts and intents of the heart. 

Hebrews 4:12 NKT 

Have you asked yourself, "Why did God give us a tongue? How can we exercise our tongues for God's purposes?" In the Old Testament, David says in Psalm 16: 8-9: 

I have set the Lord continually before me, 

Because He is at my right hand, 

I will not be shaken. 
. 

Therefore my heart is glad, and my glory rejoices; 

My flesh also will dwell securely. 

On the Day of Pentecost, when the Spirit of God fell and the crowd gathered to find out what was happening, Peter preached his famous sermon. He referred to everything that happened in the life, the death, and the resurrection of Jesus. He quoted various passages from the Old Testament to prove that Jesus was indeed the Messiah and the Son of God. 

One of the passages he quoted was the one in Psalms 16: 8-9. The quotation is found in Acts 2: 25-26 where Peter says this: 
For David says of Him, 

I was always beholding the Lord in my presence; 

For He is at my right hand, that I may not be shaken. 

Therefore my heart was glad 

and my tongue exulted (rejoiced greatly); Moreover my flesh also 

will abide in hope. 

Now we put together these two key phrases: 

Psalm 16: 9, "my glory rejoices", and Acts 2: 26, quoting the same passage, "my tongue exulted." Where David says in the Psalm "my glory"; Peter, inspired and interpreting by the Holy Spirit, says "my tongue." 

This tells us something very profound and important: our tongues are our glory. You might ask why. The answer is because the Creator gave each of us a tongue for one supreme purpose - to glorify Him. The only reason for a tongue is that with it you and I may glorify God. That is why our tongues become our glory. It is the member by which, above all others, we may glorify the Creator. 

Death and life are in the power of the tongue. From the account we read in Numbers 13 and 14, we can clearly see that the men who spoke negatively settled for death, but the men that spoke positively received life. They settled their own destinies by what they spoke. The ones that said, "We are not able" were not able. The ones that said, "We are able" were able. So the words that come from your tongue actually determine your destiny. 

Therefore, since the promise of entering his rest still stands, let us be careful that none of you 

be found to have fallen short of it. 

For we also have had the gospel 

[the Good News] preached to us, just as they did; but the message 

they heard was of no value to them, because those who heard it 

did not combine it with faith. 

Hebrews 4: 1-2 NN 

We can therefore see that making the right use of the tongue is vitally important.
